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The focus of this meeting will be on the Citrus County Sheriff's Department & Public Safety and
we are honored to have Sheriff Jeffrey J. Dawsy as our guest speaker.

Sheriff Dawsy will talk about his overall organization and the Law Enforcement Division which
includes the Patrol Division, the Criminal Investigations Division, and the EOC 911 Center. The
Patrol Division is the largest division at the Sheriff's Office and it operates 24/7 to protect citizens
from crime and address traffic concerns in Citrus County. It also includes the specialty units of
Aviation, Bomb, K-9, Marine and Traffic, as well as the Dive Team and the Sheriff's Emergency
Response Team (SERT).

The Criminal Investigations Division is primarily comprised of detectives specializing in major
crimes. This division includes a drug task force, the School Resource Officer program, the Sexual
Offender and Predator Unit, the collection and handling of evidence and victim resource advocates.

In addition, the Sheriff's Office provides a wide variety of programs and services in support of
Citrus County residents. Some of these include Child Identification Program, Volunteer Crime
Watch, Community Emergency Response Team (CERT), Crime Prevention Programs, Cyber
Safety, Seniors vs Crime, Victim Resource Advocates, Well Being Checks and many more. Visit
their web site at www.sheriffcitrus.org.
