In addition to following all the Citrus County and State of Florida regulations and
clinical protocols, Nature Coast EMS became the first ambulance service in Florida
to offer Induced Hypothermia otherwise known as Induced Cooling (ICE), a
treatment used for the management of post cardiac arrest patients.

Nature Coast EMS has been serving Citrus County for more than 9 years with high
quality advanced life support ambulance service is now officially one of four
ambulance providers in the state of Florida and one of less than 130 ambulance
services nationwide to achieve this “gold standard” industry status. The Commission
on Accreditation of Ambulance Services (CAAS) granted Nature Coast EMS,
national accreditation on September 30, 2009.
