"Over 8 billion gallons of water a day burst forth from Florida’s springs....the most unique
concentration of springs on the planet. At one time it was thought to be an endless supply, but
now the demands of man are starting to exceed availability. Join a team on a daring journey
into the Floridian Aquifer to find out what'’s going wrong. They follow the connective path of
water through the landscape. Their discoveries lead you on a thrilling adventure about the
miraculous course that the water takes. "
