The Sugarmill Woods Civic Association will be holding another Community Outreach Program meeting a week from
Tuesday. We are honored to have Congressman Richard Nugent, United States Representative for the
5 District of Florida, as our guest speaker. Congressman Nugent represents Citrus, Hernando, Lake, Levy, Marion,
Pasco, Polk, and Sumter Counties. As you know Congressman Nugent was scheduled to speak to us earlier this summer

but due to unforeseen issues was not able to fulfill that engagement. We are very pleased that he was able to alter his
schedule to be with us this month.

The COP meeting with Congressman Nugent will be held on Tuesday, October 18, 2011 at the Sugarmill
Woods Country Club from 6:30 PM to 7:45 PM.

Congressman Nugent will give a short talk on various issues and topics that will affect all of us near term and in the years
ahead. Some of these issues and topics include the overall outlook for the economy, the path to recovery, Jobs, Defense
Spending, Foreign Aid, Federal Agency Spending, Social Security, Medicare / Medicaid, Tax Revenue Sources,
establishing priorities to resolve these problems and issues, etc.

After his prepared remarks, Congressman Nugent will address questions from residents. He is looking forward to having
a chance to meet with us in person and to hear our views on where our country should be headed, where change is
needed, etc. Please visit Congressman Nugent's web site at http://nugent.house.gov to get a better understanding of
what he is doing to represent all of us in Congress.

Congressman Nugent was born and raised in a suburb of Chicago. His father was a steel worker and his mother was a
dedicated homemaker. After high school, he joined the lllinois Air National Guard. He takes pride in his time spent in
America’s military where he learned the value of leadership, teamwork, discipline, and self-reliance. Honorably discharged
after six years, he decided to continue serving as a police officer in the city of Romeoville, lllinois.

After twelve years and having achieved the rank of sergeant, the Nugent family moved with their young son Ryan to
Hernando County. He joined the Hernando County Sheriff’'s Office as a deputy, worked his way up through the ranks, and
eventually became the Sheriff of Hernando County in 2000 and served in that capacity until his election to Congress in
2010.

Congressman Nugent and his family have lived in Florida for twenty-six years. All three of their sons, Ryan, Kyle, and
Casey are now grown. Ryan graduated from West Point in 2004. Having spent a year in South Korea before a 15 month
combat deployment in Afghanistan, he is now a Captain and Company Commander in the 82nd Airborne. Before finishing
his tour in Afghanistan, he signed up for three more years. Kyle is an Army ROTC graduate of the University of Tampa.
He was commissioned as a Second Lieutenant in the Army Reserves this summer. Casey also followed in his brothers’
footsteps. He recently graduated from West Point in the spring and is now a Second Lieutenant with the 1st Infantry
Division out of Fort Riley.
